Information Paper

Subject:  7th Annual Worldwide OPFOR Conference

1.  Purpose.  To provide information on the concept for and planned execution of the subject conference.

2.  Facts.

    a.  Subject conference will be held at Aberdeen Proving Ground, Maryland from 2-4 April, 2002.  1 and 5 April will be travel days.

    c.  Conference objectives are:

        (1)  Discuss the future training vision for the CTCs.  The desired method to accomplish this is a 30-60 minute keynote address by GEN Abrams or LTG Riley. 

        (2)  Update Army OPFORs on Army Transformation.  The desired method to accomplish this is a 30-60 minute briefing by BG(P) Vane, DCSDOC.

        (3)  Establish BLUFOR training outcomes and objectives for the CTCs.  The desired method to accomplish this is a  30-60 minute briefing by MG Barrett.

        (4)  Facilitate understanding of the Contemporary Operational Environment (COE).  This will be accomplished by subject matter expert (SME) briefings and group discussion on 3 April.  Work groups will be formed under the auspices of each CTC OPFOR, using a Caspian Sea scenario and COE doctrinal information presented by the SMEs to analyze requirements for completion of a COE doctrinal mission. 

        (5)  Provide feedback on new OPFOR organization and doctrine, training effectiveness of COE, and specific CTC implementation requirements IAW CSA guidance.  This will be accomplished by work group briefbacks of work group observations to LTG Riley or his representative on 4 April.

        (6)  Foster discussion and sharing of information across the Army OPFOR community.
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
