The Revised SF 312 
"Classified Information Nondisclosure Agreement"
The new Standard Form (SF) 312, "Classified Information Nondisclosure Agreement," is now available through the government supply system and should be used in place of the previous 1991 version. The form, actually approved in January 2000, was prevented from a timely release due to administrative delays. The General Services Administration (GSA) will make the new form available by early April, both in electronic and hard copy format. In the meantime, copies can be made from the pdf version of the SF 312, within this website. 

Implementation of the new version by agencies and contractors should begin immediately. While the old version will be accepted until the new SF 312 has had effective distribution, its use will not be permitted after June 30, 2001. It is not necessary to re-execute SF 312s that have already been accomplished using the old version.

An accompanying pamphlet, reprinted in January 2001, is also available, on request, from the Information Security Oversight Office (ISOO). Copies of the pamphlet can be obtained by sending an e-mail request to: isoo@nara.gov or by calling (202) 219-5250. The pamphlet is also expected to become available on the National Archives and Records Administration's upcoming ISOO web page sometime in May.

For the most part, revisions to the SF 312 and the supporting pamphlet concern the inclusion of Title 18, Section 1924 "Unauthorized Removal and Retention of Classified Documents or Material," and reference to the new Executive Order 12958, "Classified National Security Information." 
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
