A.  OASD C3I MEMORANDUM, 22 AUG 00, SUBJECT: PERSONNEL SECURITY 

CLEARANCE INVESTIGATIONS

1.  DOD HAS EXTENDED THE DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF ALL BACKLOG PSI 

UNTIL THE END OF FY02 AND DIRECTED THAT ADDITIONAL PSI WORKLOAD BE 

SHIFTED TO THE OFFICE OF PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT (OPM) FOR FY01-02.  THE 

DETAILED ARMY IMPLEMENTATION GUIDANCE IS BEING PREPARED FOR 

DISTRIBUTION.  THIS MESSAGE PROVIDES INTERIM GUIDANCE AND HIGHLIGHTS 

THE KEY INFORMATION.

2.  INDIVIDUALS WHOSE CLEARANCE IS BASED ON AN OVERDUE INVESTIGATION 

MAY REMAIN IN ACCESS AT THE DISCRETION OF THE COMMANDER, IAW THIS 

GUIDANCE AND SECTION 8-102, AR 380-67.  HOWEVER, THESE INDIVIDUALS 

ARE PRIORITY CANDIDATES FOR INITIATION OF THE REQUISITE 

REINVESTIGATION AND ALL EFFORTS SHOULD BE MADE TO CONTINUE 

SUBMITTING, OR ADMINISTRATIVELY DOWNGRADE/TERMINATE THESE CASES IN AN 

EXPEDITIOUS MANNER.  MACOM REPORTS INDICATE THAT APPROXIMATELY 92,000 

ARMY MEMBERS/CIVILIANS WHO HAVE ACCESS TO CLASSIFIED INFORMATION ARE 

OVERDUE FOR A REINVESTIGATION (5,500 SSBI-PR AND 87,000 NACLC).  THE 

5,500 OVERDUE SSBI-PR CASES POSE THE GREATEST RISK TO THE SECURITY OF 

ARMY OPERATIONS AND MUST BE RESOLVED (PSI SUBMITTED OR CLEARANCE 

DOWNGRADED/TERMINATED) NLT 31 MAR 2001.  THE 87,000 NACLC WILL BE 

RESOLVED AS EXPEDITIOUSLY AS POSSIBLE, BUT NOT LATER THAN 30 JUN 

2002.  

3.  THE KEY INVESTIGATIVE CHANGE FOR FY01-02 IS THAT INITIAL AND 

REINVESTIGATION NATIONAL AGENCY CHECK, LOCAL AGENCY CHECK AND CREDIT 

(NACLC) CASES FOR MILITARY PERSONNEL WILL BE SHIFTED TO OPM.  

EXEMPTED FROM THIS SHIFT ARE THE FOLLOWING TYPES OF CASES WHICH WILL 

CONTINUE TO BE SUBMITTED TO DSS: 

A.  THOSE MILITARY MEMBERS WHO ARE CURRENTLY ASSIGNED OVERSEAS OR WHO 

HAVE LIVED, WORKED OR ATTENDED SCHOOL OVERSEAS DURING THE PERIOD OF 

INVESTIGATION.  ALASKA, HAWAII, GUAM, PUERTO RICO AND THE US VIRGIN 

ISLANDS ARE NOT REPEAT NOT CONSIDERED OVERSEAS FOR THIS EFFORT.

B.  MILITARY ACCESSIONS.  DEFINED AS INDIVIDUALS FOR WHOM A NACLC IS 

SUBMITTED PRIOR TO GRADUATION FROM ADVANCED INDIVIDUAL TRAINING, ONE 

STATION UNIT TRAINING, OFFICERS BASIC COURSE OR WARRANT OFFICER 

CANDIDATE SCHOOL.

4.  ADDITIONALLY, ARMY WILL CONTINUE TO SEND INITIAL SSBI REQUESTS TO 

OPM FOR ACCESSIONS IN THE FOLLOWING PRIMARY MOS: 33W, 98C, 98G, 98H, 

98J AND 98K.

5.  MILITARY NACLC CASES SUBMITTED TO OPM WILL INCLUDE A PRINTED 

SF86/EPSQ WITH SIGNED RELEASE(S), AN FD258 FINGERPRINT CARD (WHEN 

REQUIRED), AND THE OPM "AGENCY USE INFORMATION " FORM (PREVIOUSLY 

DISTRIBUTED TO MACOMS AND AVAILABLE ON THE HQDA DCSINT WEBPAGE 

(HTTP://WWW.DAMI.ARMY.PENATGON.MIL/OFFICES/DAMI_CH).  THE SF86/EPSQ 

MUST PROVIDE AT LEAST THE LAST SEVEN (7) YEARS OF COVERAGE FOR THE 

RESIDENCE, EDUCATION AND EMPLOYMENT SECTIONS.  BLOCK "N" OF THE 

"AGENCY USE FORM" WILL BE ANNOTATED "DSS-MIL" FOR MILITARY CASES.  

REMAINDER OF THE FORM WILL BE COMPLETED IAW THE GUIDANCE PREVIOUSLY
