Interim Approval to Operate (IATO) the Joint Personnel Adjudication System

 
I have reviewed your certification package dated December 7, 2000 and considered the actual and potential threats to your system.  I have weighed these threats against the operational requirements and security measures that have or will be implemented in the areas of physical, personnel, hardware, software, procedural, communications, and emanation security.  Permitting this system to operate on an interim basis at the UNCLASSIFIED level is in the best interest of the government.


Accordingly, based on the critical mission requirements an IATO is granted for a period of 180 days.  Provide a Vulnerability Mitigation Action Plan no later than 30 days from the date of this correspondence.  This plan will address your proposed countermeasures for each identified vulnerability (see Tab 2) and provide an estimated time of completion for countermeasure enactment.  The System Security Executive Summary identifies three existing high risk vulnerabilities, lack of security ST&E, Audit Policy, and AFPCA site survey.  Those actions must be completed within 30 days.
