SUBJECT:  Personnel Security Investigation Resubmission
1.  TRADOC Installation Security Managers are having to resubmit a large number of 

Electronic Personal Security Questionnaire (EPSQ) forms for Regular Army, National Guard and Reserve soldiers who require a Secret clearance.  Twenty-eight of 626 EPSQ forms were resubmitted for the Army National Guard in February 2001.  Although a small number, please keep in mind the summer surge is just around the corner.  Additional time spent fixing incorrect EPSQ submissions could overload ARNG Liaison NCOs at TRADOC installations.

2. Eighty percent of all resubmission’s are due to incorrect coding within the EPSQ 

Security Officer certification form.  The remaining 20 percent is due to incorrect information within the EPSQ Subject form, old SF's 86 (hardcopy) being used, or EPSQ's not submitted at all.

3.  ARNG MEPS Guidance Counselors must review the attached current Entrance National Agency Check (ENTNAC) Procedures.  MEPS Guidance Counselors must ensue accurate information input and correct code input for quality applicant processing.
