SUBJECT:  Personnel Security Periodic Reinvestigations (PRs)

1.  References:

    a.  Memorandum, Assistant Secretary of Defense, 22 Aug 00, subject:  Personnel Security Clearance Investigations.

    b.  Message, HQDA, DCSINT, 291028Z Sep 00, subject:  Personnel Security Update Message 00-03 (FY01-02 Personnel Security Investigation (PSI) Submission Guidance).

2.  Over the past year, DOD backlog of PRs has received media, congressional, and White House attention.  In order to eliminate the backlog, DOD requested investigative assistance from Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  

3.  In Oct 99, conduct of all civilian investigations was transferred to OPM.  On 1 Oct 00, conduct of Secret and Confidential initial investigations and PRs for military personnel are conducted by OPM.  Exceptions are Army military accessions and DOD military and civilians having resided, worked, and/or attended school overseas for at least 6 months within the last 7 years.  These exceptions will continue to be processed by Defense Security Service.

4.  Within TRADOC, security managers have identified over 5,200 outdated security clearances requiring PR updates (925 Top Secret, 4,044 Secret, and 242 Confidential).  Commanders will take steps to aggressively reduce their backlog by--

    a.  Ensuring military and DA civilians with a security clearance have a need for the level of clearance they currently hold, and downgrading or withdrawing, without prejudice, personnel security clearances as appropriate.

    b.  Ensuring recurring PRs are submitted to the appropriate agency within the following timelines:

        (1)  Outdated Single Scope Background Investigation Periodic Reinvestigation (SSBI-PRs) for Top Secret security clearances will be submitted to DSS no later than 31 Jan 01.
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        (2)  Outdated National Agency Check, Local Agency Checks, and Credit Check (NACLC) PRs for Secret and Confidential security clearances will be submitted to OPM no later than 30 Apr 02.

        (3)  Recurring SSBI-PRs for Top Secret security clearances will be submitted to DSS 3 months prior to the 

5-year investigation completion anniversary date.

        (4)  Recurring NACLC-PRs for Secret security clearances will be submitted to OPM 3 months prior to the 10-year investi-gation completion anniversary date.

        (5)  Recurring NACLC-PRs for Confidential security clearances will be submitted to OPM 3 months prior to the 

15-year investigation completion anniversary date.

5.  Meeting above timelines will ensure the investigations are received and opened by the appropriate agency prior to U.S. Army Central Personnel Security Clearance Facility (USACCF) taking action to downgrade outdated security clearances.

6.  Security clearance downgrades will undoubtedly impact your organization’s mission.  Ensure all required personnel security clearance PRs are submitted at the earliest possible date.
