1.  An enduring threat and a serious problem to TRADOC and The

Army is the tragic loss of our soldiers in vehicle accidents.

Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) accidents continue as the single

leading cause of accidental death for our soldiers, workers, and

their family members.  This needless loss of life demands your

immediate action.  Historically, those commands with aggressive

POV accident prevention strategies and programs enjoy greater

success at reducing the incidence of POV accidents than those

commands who do not.

2.  Successful POV Accident Prevention Programs start with

active command involvement.  Other program elements common to

effective POV accident prevention programs include driver

training and the involvement of the first line leaders.

3.  After careful analysis of several of the best POV Accident

Prevention Programs across TRADOC, the headquarters safety staff

has compiled the TRADOC POV Accident Prevention Model Program.

This program includes the mandated accident prevention elements

of DoDI and Army Regulation but expands accident prevention

efforts to include local community involvement and education on

local driving hazards.

4.  The enclosed Model POV Accident Prevention Program is

provided for your use as appropriate.  Tailor or modify it as

necessary to meet the individual needs of your command but

ensure full chain of command involvement.
