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SUBJECT:  APPEARANCE STANDARDS
1.  AT A TIME WHEN THE MILITARY IS FRONT AND CENTER IN THE PUBLIC
EYE, BOTH ON AND OFF DUTY, SOLDIER APPEARANCE SHOULD ALWAYS REFLECT
EXTREME PRIDE IN BEING PART OF AMERICA'S ARMY.  THIS ATTENTION MAKES
ADHERENCE TO THE HIGHEST STANDARDS OF PERSONAL APPEARANCE MORE
IMPORTANT THAN EVER.

2.  AS MEMBERS OF THE FINEST ARMY IN THE WORLD, SOLDIERS MUST PROJECT
AN IMAGE THAT LEAVES NO DOUBT THEY LIVE BY A COMMON MILITARY
STANDARD.  UNIFORMS WILL BE CLEAN, PROPERLY FITTED, SERVICEABLE, AND
PRESSED AS NECESSARY.  BERETS WILL BE WORN PROPERLY, BOOTS AND SHOES
SHINED, AND SOLDIERS CLEANLY SHAVEN.  IN PARTICULAR, THERE MUST BE
COMPLIANCE WITH HEIGHT AND WEIGHT STANDARDS.

3.  AS LEADERS, WE MUST UNEQUIVOCALLY SET THE EXAMPLE.  LEADERS AT
ALL LEVELS MUST DEMAND THE HIGHEST STANDARD OF APPEARANCE
FROM THEIR SUBORDINATES.  A CORE CHAIN OF COMMAND RESPONSIBILITY IS
THE INSPECTION OF SOLDIERS AND CORRECTIVE ACTION WHENEVER THERE ARE
VIOLATIONS OF UNIFORM AND APPEARANCE STANDARDS.

4.  I EXPECT YOUR IMMEDIATE ATTENTION AND SUPPORT IN ACHIEVING AND
ENFORCING APPEARANCE STANDARDS IAW PARAGRAPH 1-7A, AR 670-1, WEAR AND
APPEARANCE OF ARMY UNFORMS AND INSIGNIA.  WE ARE ALL PROUD TO WEAR
THIS GREAT UNIFORM, SO LET'S SHOW IT.
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
