The TRADOC Safety Program Self-Assessment Guide

I.  Purpose:  To provide commanders and safety managers a standardized method to assess a comprehensive safety and occupational health program.  The program elements contained in the Self-Assessment Guide identify broad (general) areas of interest to evaluate/assess Safety and Occupational Health Program implementation and effectiveness.  The Self-Assessment Guide is a living-changing program document.  This guide is intended to be tailored to meet needs of individual commanders and local conditions.  

II.  Standard:  The TRADOC Self-Assessment Guide is based on the legal and regulatory requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, Department of Defense Instruction, and Army Regulation as implemented by TRADOC 385-2, the TRADOC Safety Program.  Use of the Self-Assessment Guide by commanders/safety managers is not mandatory however; it will serve as the standard for administration of the Annual TRADOC Safety Program Evaluation.

III.  Background:  Safety assessments and evaluations are important tools in effectively identifying hazards and controlling risk.  Inspections, assessments, and evaluations should be oriented on identification of hazards or assessment of the effectiveness of accident prevention efforts, not the effectiveness of the command or leadership.  An aggressive Safety and Occupational Health Inspection Program will ensure that all workplaces are inspected on an annual basis.  Facilities or operations involving special hazards may be inspected more frequently.  Inspections should be conducted by qualified safety and occupational health professionals and written reports of violations provided to the head of the activity or the commander of the unit/activity inspected. 
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Section 1.  Safety Office Organization:

1.  General:  The degree of success achieved in force protection/safety program management depends largely upon the effective organization, command visibility, and accessibility of qualified safety and occupational health officials to the commander.

2.  Policy:  

    a.  Safety and occupational health manager:  TRADOC policy dictates that the qualified, command safety and occupational health manager will work for, be rated by, and report directly to the installation commander, school commandant, or their respective chief of staff.

    b.  Staffing/organization:  TRADOC installation and branch safety assets will be combined into an installation/branch safety office and will be resourced and staffed IAW the MS3 standard.

    c.  Single-source safety document:  Each branch safety office will develop, publish, and implement a single-source safety document that clearly defines program parameters, assigns responsibilities, and sets the standard.

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Section 18.  Mobilization Plans:

1.  General:  In addition to the routine training mission, many installations have contingency mobilization missions that have the potential to dramatically change mission, resource allocation, and operations tempo during times of crisis or national emergency.  Effective implementation of the mobilization mission depends on thorough planning and coordinated efforts.  The active participation of safety in the planning and periodic testing of all mobilization or contingency mission is critical to success.

2.  Policy:  Installation Branch Safety Managers (IBSM) will:
    a.  Review all mobilization plans on a regular basis for potential hazards created by increased mission loads or resource allocation.  Integration of risk management in the early stages of the planning process can avert costly mistakes and enhance mission execution.

    b.  Develop, coordinate, publish, and test installation pre-accident plans for both ground and aviation accidents.

    c.  Assist the Installation Mobilization Officer in the development, coordination, and maintenance of mobilization plans.

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Section 19.  Initial Entry Training (IET):

1.  General:  The safety of the IET soldier is critical to the success of the TRADOC mission to provide The Army with military occupational specialty qualified (MOSQ) soldiers.  Initial entry soldiers are subject to stress and risk in the IET environment because the living conditions, physical demands, and training tasks are unfamiliar and the soldier is untried.

2.  Policy:  Close, consistent oversight and supervision by qualified drill sergeants, instructors, and cadre; responsive medical support; and living and training facilities free from known hazards are an inherent requirement of the safety structure in place to protect the IET soldier.  An effective mission-oriented safety program, together with regular, standardized evaluation of the IET environment, the effectiveness of training programs, and enforcement of training standards, ensures an effective soldierization program that sets high standards, provides positive role models, and reinforces essential soldier skills.  

    a.  Drill Sergeant Support Requirements:   Motivated, qualified Drill Sergeants (DS), proficient in the tasks trained, are the key to successful soldierization of the IET trainee represent an important safety control measure when staffing levels for DS are consistent with the requirements of TRADOC Regulation 350-16.  The use of DS for non-DS duty or in an administrative role may compromise the soldierization process and may raise the risk associated with some IET training.  TRADOC installations with an IET mission will be staffed with qualified DS based on the standards contained in TRADOC 350-16.

    b.  Instructor to Student Ratios:  The risk level associated with all IET training has been assessed based upon a pre-determined number of qualified instructors.  When the ratio of students to instructors changes, the risk assessment must be relooked to ensure that the level of risk for the training remains within acceptable limits.
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Section 19.  Initial Entry Training (IET): (cont)

    c.  Medical Support to Training:  The level of risk associated with training is affected by the availability of qualified medical support.  The coordination and interaction between the TMC, MEDAC, and the unit can significantly impact the level of risk to trainees and the early identification of injuries or illnesses resulting from accidents.  Use of Combat Lifesavers versus qualified medics and the availability of emergency medical evacuation capability and readily accessible trauma care all impact the level of risk to which trainees are exposed.

    d.  Facilities, Training Areas, and Equipment:  Infrastructure deterioration is a TRADOC-wide problem and the impact on the safety of trainees can be significant if appropriate control measures are not in place to monitor the condition of barracks, classrooms, and training areas.  Issue and use of protective clothing and equipment availability of state-of-the-art equipment for training impact the level of risk associated with IET training.

    e.  AG Reception Battalions:  An Army enlistee is a soldier from the moment he/she takes the oath of service and will be treated as such.  Procedures will be established to ensure these soldiers are briefed, screened, feed, and rested no matter what time they arrive at the reception station.  All soldiers arriving at the reception station will be assured of 7 hours of uninterrupted sleep each night.  In addition to the adminis-trative processing, uniform issue, and medical screening conducted at the reception station, soldiers are given a diagnostic physical training (PT) test.  Because the level of physical conditioning and medical history is relatively unknown, the PT test can be a high-risk event for these soldiers.  Medical screening, tight control/supervision, and onsite medical support can reduce the risk involved.
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Section 19.  Initial Entry Training (IET): (cont)

    f.  Obstacle/confidence Courses:  All obstacle/confidence courses will be constructed, maintained, and operated IAW the requirements of Department of the Army Engineer Drawings 28-13-95, Confidence Course Layout Plan; FM 21-20, chapter 8; and TRADOC Reg 350-6.  Use of nonstandard obstacles (obstacles not specified in the above references) is authorized but only when commanders comply with the requirements of appendix K, TRADOC Reg 350-6.  Installations or schools operating confidence/

obstacle courses will establish positive control to ensure only authorized and qualified personnel are permitted to sign for or use the course.
    g.  Rappelling:  All static rappel towers will be constructed, maintained, and operated IAW the requirements of Department of the Army Training Circular (TC) 21-24.  Strict adherence to the design specifications is required for safety considerations.  Rappel towers should be inspected annually or more often by installation/garrison safety specialists assisted by post engineers.  Static towers may vary in size and height from 34 to 90 feet.  Installations or schools operating rappel towers will establish positive control to ensure only authorized and qualified personnel are permitted to sign for or use the tower.

    h.  Combatives Training:  The level of risk associated with combatives training is directly related to the physical construction and maintenance of the facilities and the strict adherence to established standards of operation.  Bayonet Assault courses and combatives training pits, will be constructed, maintained, and operated IAW the requirements of 

FM 3-25.150 and TRADOC Reg 350-6.  Installations and/or schools operating Bayonet Assault courses and combatives training pits will establish positive control to ensure only authorized and qualified personnel are permitted to sign for or use the course and that training is conducted IAW published standards.
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Section 19.  Initial Entry Training (IET): (cont)

    i.  Physical Training Areas and Running Routes:  Physical training (PT) areas and running routes should be selected to provide soldiers a positive training environment while minimizing their exposure to risk.  Since the normal time for Army PT is in the predawn hours, lighting is an important consideration in management of risk and injury prevention.  PT areas should be relatively flat, unobstructed, well drained, and lighted.  Running routes must be established to keep running soldiers segregated from heavy traffic routes, along roads, trails, or running tracks that have sufficient lighting to enable soldiers to see potholes and tripping hazards and to ensure that they remain visible to traffic.
