SUBJECT:  POV Safety and Accident Prevention

1.  Purpose:  To emphasize the Commanding General’s policy on subject.

2.  Facts.

    a.  Commanders will use all tools at their disposal to reduce loss of life involving privately owned vehicles.

    b.  Commanders will:

       (1)  Develop and prescribe local procedures for implementing effective POV accident prevention efforts.

    c.  An effective POV accident prevention Program should consist of the following elements:

       (1)  The TRADOC Model Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) Accident Prevention Program, 19 Oct 99.

       (2)  Local area hazard safety briefing detailing known operating environments, legal, operational and command directed guidance.

       (3)  Establish POV task force to review past experience and develop strategies to counter accident trends.

d.  Direct junior leaders to become familiar with the Army’s POV Tool Box and next accident assessment.

    e.  Conduct traffic safety orientations soon as possible after soldier reports for duty.  Afford personnel reporting for temporary duty access to all available traffic safety information.

    f.  Installation/activity  Safety staff are in place to support your efforts.
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
