3.  U.S. LANDMINE POLICY AFFECTS ALL NON-SELF-DESTRUCTING (NSD) LANDMINES, BOTH ANTI-PERSONNEL (AP) AND ANTI-TANK (AT) IN THE
U.S. INVENTORY.  AFFECTED DODICS ARE:  1345-K092, 1345-K121, 1345-K180, 1345-K181, AND 1345-K250.

4.  THE POLICY'S INTENT IS TO STOP THE USE OF PERSISTENT LANDMINES AND TO DESTROY SAME, WHILE PRECLUDING A WAR FIGHTER CAPABILITY GAP.

5.  SYNOPSIS OF U.S. LANDMINE POLICY IS AS FOLLOWS:

        A.  FOR NSD AT LANDMINES (1345-K180 AND 1345-K181)

                (1).  AFTER 2003, U.S. FORCES OUTSIDE KOREA MAY EMPLOY NSD AT (1345-K180 AND 1345-K181) ONLY IF AUTHORIZED BY U.S.
