A. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY PAMPHLET 385-63, RANGE SAFETY, DATED 10 APRIL 2003.

1. AIN 92-04 WAS TRANSMITTED ON 302054Z SEP 04

2. REQUEST AMMUNITION SURVEILLANCE ORGANIZATIONS DISSEMINATE THIS INFORMATION TO INSTALLATION, DOL, DPW, SAFETY OFFICE, RANGE CONTROL OFFICE, RANGE SAFETY OFFICERS, AND ALL UNITS FIRING M107 HE PROJECTILES.

3. DURING A TRAINING AND OBSERVATION EXERCISE AT A CONUS TRAINING SITE, OBSERVERS IN LINE WITH THE GUN AND IMPACT AREA NOTED LARGE BASE FRAGMENTS LANDING NEARBY AT DISTANCES MORE THAN 2000 METERS UP-RANGE OF THE POINT OF IMPACT, TOWARD THE GUN. 

4. ARDEC INVESTIGATED THIS ISSUE AND DETERMINED THAT LARGE BASE FRAGMENT(S) WEIGHING APPROXIMATELY 2-3 POUNDS CAN TRAVEL BACK UP-RANGE AS FAR AS 2400 METERS FROM THE POINT OF IMPACT. THIS RISK WAS IDENTIFIED AS APPLICABLE TO THE GENERAL M107 POPULATION (BOTH TNT AND COMP "B" FILLED PROJECTILES) AND DOES NOT REPRESENT A DEFECT IN A SPECIFIC M107 LOT. ACTIONS TO FURTHER QUANTIFY THE RISK OF REARWARD FRAGMENT BEHAVIOR FOR USE BY THE COMMANDERS IN DETERMING APPROPRIATE RISK MANAGEMENT ACTIONS ARE BEING DEVELOPED.

5. AS AN INTERIM RISK CONTROL MEASURE, PENDING ARDEC TESTING AND ANALYSIS, COMMANDERS MAY ADJUST SURFACE DANGER ZONES (SDZs) AND LOCATIONS OF OBSERVERS TO COMPENSATE FOR THE POSSIBILITY OF INCOMING BASE FRAGMENT(S), OR MAY PROVIDE PROTECTIVE COVER DESIGNED FOR POSITIVE PROTECTION OF PERSONNEL WITHIN THIS AREA. ANY CHANGE TO REFERENCE A, TABLE 11-2, SDZ CRITERIA FOR AREA C, 155MM HOWITZER, M107 PROJECTILE WILL BE BASED ON FINDINGS RESULTING FROM FURTHER TESTING AND ANALYSIS.
