Supplement 2  (LIGHTNING PROTECTION) to TRADOC 2nd Qtr FY 02 ROADMAP Implementation Instructions

TASK:  Safety managers will review existing lightning protection plans and update or revise as necessary.  
CONDITION:  Spring and summer seasons bring increased thunderstorm activity across much of the country.  In addition to the high winds, hail, and flash flood hazards associated with thunderstorms, there is the potential of serious injury or death from lightning strike. 

STANDARD:  All TRADOC installations, activities, and schools will develop and publish lightning protection plans.  As a minimum these plans will address the following:

    a.  Severe weather notification procedures that  ensures timely notification of all exposed units/ organizations.  Notification process will include an acknowledgement from the unit/organization that notification was received and understood.

    b.  Criteria for soldier evacuation or movement to sheltered areas.

    c.  An individual lightning protection plan for each permanent range or training area identifying the evacuation means (if appropriate), any protected areas or structures, and specific measures to be taken at that site in the event of severe weather notification.
