Supplement 4  (Summer Accident Prevention Plan; "Spring into Summer") to TRADOC 2nd Quarter FY 02 ROADMAP Implementation Instructions

1.  Task:  Commanders will use a "Task Force" approach to develop and implement a coordinated "Summer Season Accident Prevention Plan."

2.  Conditions:  

    a.  Summer season covers the 93-day period from Memorial Day to Labor Day. 

    b.  Seasonal hazards associated with increased travel, outdoor recreational activities, and severe weather.

    c.  Increased military training and operations.

3.  Standard:  In coordination with Commanders, safety managers will use a task force approach to:

    a.  Conduct a "Safety Stand-down Day" on or before 

24 May 02.  Each TRADOC installation, activity, and school will set aside 1 day to address special hazards associated with their mission, geographic location, recreational opportunities, and historic accident experience.

    b.  Develop and implement intervention strategies and countermeasures to identified hazards.  

    c.  Provide for pre-holiday vehicle safety inspections before soldiers depart for holiday weekends or on leave if travel is planned.

    d.  In coordination with PAO, enlist local media to raise awareness of our soldiers and workers to the hazards of the period.
