MEMORANDUM FOR Commander, TRADOC Installations

SUBJECT:  Personal Protection of Soldiers during Training

1.  References:

    a.  29 CFR 1910.136, 1 June 1999, Occupational Safety and Health Standards (Subpart I--Personal Protective Equipment)   

    b.  AR 385-10, 23 June 1988, Army Safety Program.

    c.  29 CFR 1960, 27 February 1980, Basic Program Elements for Federal Employee Occupational Safety and Health Programs and Related Matters.

2.  Commanders are responsible for ensuring that affected soldiers in their command are issued protective footwear when assigned to work areas where there is a danger of foot injuries due to falling or rolling objects, or objects piercing the sole, and where such soldiers feet are exposed to electrical hazards.  Protective footwear is especially needed to protect soldiers during training where they may be exposed to unfamiliar hazardous.  

3.  The above requirement is IAW, the legal standard specified in reference 1a and applies to military-unique equipment, systems, operations or work places, including soldiers as defined in paragraph 3-1 of reference 1b, and Subpart A, 1960.2(i) of reference 1b.

4.  Commanders are expected to provide full compliance to ensure the safety of soldiers within their budgeted funds.
