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DDC VALIDATION STUDIES

Here is a sampling of documented savings from organizations that are using the National Safety Council’s Defensive Driving Course.

San Diego Transit
Contracted with Professional Development Associates to customize DDC-PC for bus operators.  In 1993, all 650 of San Diego Transit’s drivers completed the course.  Their collision rates since then have consistently been 20% to 30% lower in all categories.




Yellow Cab Company
Fort Worth attained a 44% decrease in collisions,  Austin attained a 55% decrease.




Hertz Corporation
Their employee’s collision rate was reduced by 35%.




Courier Dispatch
Experienced an 18% reduction in collisions while increasing their number of drivers by 81%.




NY Transport Service, Inc.
Comparative analysis between trained and untrained drivers, using DDC for two years (8/84 – 8/86).

Long Island Railroad
Was experiencing a marked increase in the number of collisions, premium costs, and payments on claims resulting from company vehicle accidents.  Made attendance of DDC mandatory for all employees who drive company vehicles.  Fleet premiums dropped from a high of $880,000 in 1985 to $543,000 in 1988, a net 38% reduction.  Collisions during the same period decreased 32%, while payments on claims were reduced 61%.




Chemlawn, Inc.
Since the inception of DDC as Chemlawn’s driver training program, both severity and frequency of Chemlawn collisions have been reduced by 50%.




City of Byron, Texas
Attained a 57.8% reduction in collisions in the last 5 years.




Indiana Bureau of Motor Vehicles
427 DDC graduates’ driving records were compared for one year before taking DDC and one year after.  Their traffic violation convictions were reduced by 60%.




New York Department of Motor Vehicles
Evaluated the effectiveness of DDC with 45,771 licensed drivers.  Driving records were compared for 18 months before and 18 months after participating in the training.  These drivers registered a pre- to post-course accident rate reduction of 22.2% and a traffic violation conviction reduction of 57.3%.
