Supplement 3  (MOTORCYCLE ACCIDENT PREVENTION) to TRADOC 2nd Qtr FY 02 ROADMAP Implementation Instructions

TASK:  Safety managers will review existing motorcycle accident prevention plans and update or revise as necessary.  
CONDITION:  Historically, spring and summer seasons bring a significant increase in the number of soldiers driving motorcycles.  
STANDARD:  All TRADOC installations, activities, and schools will review their motorcycle accident prevention plans/programs to ensure full compliance with DoDI and Army regulation.  As a minimum, plans will: 

· Require all motorcycle operators to attend a Motorcycle Better Biking or Motorcycle Defensive Driving Course (course must be offered at no cost to the individual).

· Identify "at risk" individuals and provide a means for command intervention where appropriate.

· Provide provisions for periodic motorcycle safety checks.  Safety checks should include an operational check of all vehicle lights, turn signals, adjustment and condition of rear view mirrors, condition and inflation of tires, and serviceability of the brakes. 

· Require and enforce wear of properly fastened DOT approved helmets when operating a motorcycle or riding as a passenger.

· Require and enforce wear of eye protection (clear goggles/face shield).

· Require and enforce wear of appropriate clothing including long sleeved shirt or jacket, long trousers, full fingered gloves, leather boots or over the ankle shoes, and high visibility garments.
