AFTER THE SIMULATOR IS INITIATED, THERE IS A SIX TO TEN SECOND 
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DELAY, FOLLOWED BY A TWO TO FOUR SECOND WHISTLING SOUND, THEN A 

FLASH AND BANG.

6. THE M110 (L596) IS A SIMULATOR, ARTILLERY, FLASH.  THE BODY OF 

THE SIMULATOR IS MADE OF BLACK PLASTIC AND IS DESIGNED TO SIMULATE

ARTILLERY MUZZLE FLASHES.  THE SIMULATOR IS FILLED WITH 

APPROXIMATELY 1/4 CUP GASOLINE (TO ENHANCE BLAST AND FLASH EFFECTS) 

PRIOR TO SETUP, IS ELECTRICALLY INITIATED AND FUNCTIONS 

INSTANTANEOUSLY WHEN CURRENT IS APPLIED TO THE ELECTRIC SQUIB.  

THIS SIMULATOR IS A DANGEROUS, FRAGMENT PRODUCING MUNITION.

ALL STOCKS OF L596 ARE PERMANENTLY SUSPENDED IN TB 9-1300-385 FROM

ISSUE AND USE BY ALL ARMY PERSONNEL.
