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During a recent field training exercise dismount soldiers in a Bradley Fighting Vehicle were seriously injured when several 25 mm ammunition training rounds exploded in the dismount crew compartment.  





The explosions were the result of improper stowage and mishandling, which could have resulted in fatal injuries.  Military ammunition and explosives are developed to withstand the rigorous conditions associated with field training and combat environments.  However, once the ammunition is removed from approved packaging, the ability to withstand adverse handling diminishes, creating vulnerabilities that can lead to disaster.   
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Leaders must become familiar with the hazards associated with the equipment they utilize during field operations and train their soldiers in the proper use of equipment. 





Leaders and soldiers alike must enforce standards throughout the force.  Providing our soldiers a safe environment to train is a top priority.
