ENSURE ALL SOLDIERS AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES RECEIVE A HOLIDAY SAFETY REMINDER BEFORE THEY DEPART FOR THE LONG HOLIDAY WEEKEND.  STRESS PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLE AND MOTORCYCLE SAFETY.  INCLUDE THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS ASSOCIATED WITH SWIMMING, BOATING, AND OTHER RECREATIONAL PURSUITS.
