Subject.  3-Year Accreditation Schedule

1.  Purpose.  To provide a review of the Accreditation schedule.

2.  Facts.

a. The minimum essential requirement is accreditation of the proponent school and each TASS training battalion.  Training institutions will be accredited every 3 years during a single training year unless the functionally aligned proponent commandant determines a need for more frequent accreditation. TR 350-18 Para 3-44 3 (a).  Further clarification can be found in Tables 3-1 thru 3-4 of the regulation.  

b. All requests to deviate from the accreditation schedule must be made in writing and forwarded to DCSED for approval.  Strong justification must be outlined, and the request should be staffed with all parties before arriving at DCSED.

c. There have been three such requests/proposals for exception in the history of TASS.  

i. Region E AG requested a postponed date based on the lack of SIDPERS equipment and it was granted.  

ii. The MI school requested a change to the schedule base on the unequal distribution of BNs to be evaluated; of the five BNs required three were slated for year one, one BN the next year, and the final BN the next year.  We  redistributed the load to reflect two BN for the first and second year and a single BN for third year.  

iii. The MP school proposed a change to the their Accreditation schedule based on the number of BNs that were not in synch with the Tables 3-1 thru 3-4.  ODCSED reviewed this proposal and did not concur citing that the BNs that were out of synch because of failure to meet accreditation standards at the appointed schedule.  This is not justification to change the schedule.  The accreditation team chief and ODCSED have agreed to develop a schedule that will bring them back in alignment with tables 3-1 thru 3-4.

d. ODSED must maintain a firm stance on this issues based on the ramification that altering the schedule would pose.  Budget and recourses are based on the schedule and deviation from that schedule may cause major impediments to training.  The “Three Year” schedule must be maintained.
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
