Subject.  Training of Title XI Personnel

1.  Purpose.  To provide an overview of the Title XI Training Program.

2.  Facts.

a.  As part of The Army School System Orientation Program, selected incoming Title XI personnel are required IAW TRADOC Regulation 350-18, The Army School System (TASS), para 3-14(m)(3), to receive training on proponent-specific accreditation issues.  This responsibility is delegated to the TASS integration Elements and the training proponent and should consist of lectures, briefings, and hands-on training to ensure Title XI personnel are properly prepared to train and assist TASS in the training of soldiers.

b. A formalized Program of Instruction (POI) is currently being developed for training incoming Title XI personnel.  This training plan includes those areas that are covered in the Orientation Handbook and Brief, dated 15 May 01, such as CMF/MOS familiarization, the accreditation process, checklists, TATS-C POIs, changing doctrine, etc.  Areas have been added or expanded that are region or proponent specific, with the overall training session not exceeding (5) five days in length.  

c.  The Army School System Orientation Program has been developed and is ready for use.  Located on the DCSED website at www.tass.monroe.army.mil/Title XI Info, this web-based handbook and briefing can be used as a guide to tailor your training program for incoming Title XI personnel.  Our goal is to begin the implementation of this program beginning 4th quarter 01.
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
