MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD


SUBJECT: National Training Coordination Conference (NTCC) Executive Summary Session (ESS) Compendium for the Aviation Proponent Session

1.  GENERAL.  The ESS was conducted on 20 July 2001 at the conclusion of the NTCC.  The NTCC was held in Reno, NV, from 16-20 July 2001.  The ESS participants included: COL Rosner, DA DCSOPS (DAMO-TR); Dr. Winston, DA DCSPER (DAPE); COL Germain, Director of Training for NGB; COL Bailey, Director of Training for USARC; COL Davis, ADCSED; and Ms. Olszyk, DCST (TOMA).

2.  Listed below are the Structure Manning Decision Review issues as presented to the ESS and the applicable comments from the ESS participants.

a. The Aviation Proponent presented eight issues, of which two were developed as 

SMDR issues for the ESS.

b. The first issue involved CMF 67 BNCOC.  

(1)  Slide bullets are below:

• Course - 552-CAM BNCOC (67), Phase 3
•  Issue - Cost Efficiencies (Equipment and Instructor)

•  Discussion - DCST approves the training to occur at USAALS (SC552)  

•  Resolution - NGB-AVS will provide draft requirements NLT 3 AUG 01

(2)  NGB-AVS requested the implementation plan for BNCOC Phase 3 to be 

trained at USAALS (Ft Eustis) to take advantage of cost efficiencies.  Discussion from Ms. Olszyk, TOMA was that the ADCST may not approve the training at Ft Eustis because it is considered growth and the installation may not be able to handle additional 

students.

c. The second issue involved MOS 93C, Air Traffic Control Operator.

(1)  Slide bullets are below:

•  Course - 93C, ATC Operator
•  Issue - TATS Course Validation

•  Discussion - Course is currently loaded in ATRRS; Aviation Proponency requires 3 iterations be conducted to validate course

•  Resolution - DAMO-TR guidance on appropriateness of validation of  “pilot” 

program
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(2)  .  NGB requested guidance on TATS Course that is fielded as a pilot for 

validation purposes. Pilot is being conducted for three iterations.  NGB believes this is inappropriate.  Discussion from Dr. Winston was that the course should be flagged and taken off of ATRRS until the pilot is validated.
