INFORMATION PAPER

SUBJECT:  The Deputy Chief of Staff for Education (DCSED) and The Army School System (TASS)

1.  Purpose.   To provide information on the mission, organization, and functions of the DCSED and TASS.

2.  DCSED Facts.

a.  The mission of the DCSED is to assist in preparing the Army for war by enhancing Army readiness by finalizing the successful implementation of TASS to ensure an efficient, fully-integrated educational system that guarantees soldiers of all components are trained to a single standard.
b.  The DCSED is the TRADOC executive agent for finalizing the implementation and institutionalization of TASS in the Army, and in coordination with the DCST, will develop and publish policy, plans, and programs to meet the Army’s individual training needs.

3.  TASS Facts.


a.  TASS is a composite school system comprised of the Active Component (AC), Army National Guard (ARNG), and United States Army Reserve (USAR) educational training systems.  TASS, through the Army’s educational / training proponents, provides standard training courses to the Army focusing on three main points of effort: standards, efficiencies, and resources.


b.  TASS is composed of accredited and integrated AC/ARNG/USAR schools that provide standard training and education for the Army.  TASS battalions are arranged in regions and functionally aligned with the training / training development (TD) (task) proponents.


c.  TRADOC Regulation (TR) 350-18, dated 26 May 2000, prescribes policies and defines TASS, to include accreditation policy and guidance. 
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d.  TASS is organized into 136 functionally aligned battalions.  Each geographical region has 6 brigades with the ARNG operating Combat Arms and Leadership and the USAR operating Combat Support, Combat Service Support, Health Services, and Professional Development. 

e.  TASS is supported nationwide by 415 AC soldiers under Title XI Legislation, a congressionally mandated program that provides AC support to the Reserve Component (RC) to enhance readiness.  TASS Title XI personnel are assigned to one of four mission areas: DCSED, TASS Integration Elements (TIEs), TASS Training Institutions, or TRADOC Proponent School.

f.  The TRADOC agencies supporting the implementation of TASS in the filed are the four TASS Integration Elements.  TIEs function as DCSED regional field operating agencies and provide support and advice to the TASS battalion commanders and TASS Title XI soldiers.
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
