Subject.  The Army School System (TASS) Media Campaign

1.  Purpose.  To provide a current status of TASS Media Campaign.

2.  Facts.

a.  TASS media promotion impact: DCSED web page hits have grown to over 12,000 per week.  DCSED now fields calls and email correspondence from the field on 1SG and Battle Staff NCO course.  NATO forces expressing interest in distance learning.  TASS media campaign continues to increase visibility of TASS as a viable training option to Active, Reserve, National Guard soldiers and NATO forces.  

b.   Promotion initiatives.  16-18 Oct 00 DCSED presence with the TRADOC Association of the United States Army (AUSA) display – over 1,600 personnel briefed and literature distributed.  Due to success of AUSA, DCSED is reviewing the   participation in the 6-8 Feb 01 Reserve Officers Association (ROA) Conference and the July 01 Non-Commissioned Officers Conference to promote TASS.  During TASS promotion DCSED advocates the use of the Army Training Requirements and Resources (ATTRS) web page to soldiers to determine training availability, points of contact and the “One Army-One Standard” of “The Army School System.”

c.  Articles for publication.  Army Times articles 30 Oct 00 “Reserve Schools Will Enroll Active-Duty Sergeants”, 10 Apr 00 “Firing Up NCO Education”, and released for publication via TRADOC public affairs office MG Barron article “TASS Offers Top Quality Training.” 

d.  Soldiers Radio and Television (SRTV).  DCSED conducted radio interviews during 16-18 Oct 00 with broadcast world wide via SRTV.  25 Oct 00 MG Barron conducted an STRV interview that will “air” globally via the SRTV television network to promote TASS.

e.  Leave and Earning Statement (LES).  DCSED advertises via the LES in mid-month Sept and Oct LES for Active, Reserve and National Guard as follows, “1SG or Battle Staff NCO Course – No waiting to attend…Find out how The Army Schools System (TASS) can help at www.tass.monroe.army.mil”
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
