SUBJECT: Total Army School System (TASS)‑INFORMATION MEMORANDUM

 

The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you of upcoming changes to the Army's oversight of TASS.

 

On October 15, 1998, the U.S. Army Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) will  establish the office of the Deputy Chief of Staff of Education (DCSE). The DCSE will be an Active Army Major General and his staff will be composed of Active and Reserve Component soldiers and civilians.

 

The DCSE will exercise staff oversight for the successful completion of the implementation of TASS and the transition of TASS from paper based instruction to the Army's Distance Learning technology in the Total Army training process. The DCSE will serve as the chairman of the TASS General Officer Steering Committee and will work closely with the Reserve Component chiefs to address their concerns.

 

Pursuant to the Title 10 functions of the Secretary, I will travel to TRADOC in the near future to meet with the new command team and discuss TASS, Distance Learning, and other timely subjects. After this meeting I plan on conferring with you on issues where ASD (RA) might help the Army team to improve both the Total Army Distance Learning Program (TADLP) and TASS.
