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1.  MINIMUM - Class minimums can be changed in ATRRS if the following factors are properly applied:  (1) Method of instruction requires a defined minimum.  (2)  To “safely” conduct, a minimum is required.  (3)  When a crew is being trained all members will be students and quality of instruction is maintained.  (4) When training density or IDT location prevents achievement of POI minimum.  In all cases close coordination with the TASS Battalion, TIE and Proponent School must be accomplished to prevent problems during an accreditation.  ARNG or USAR can only change minimums with the TASS Battalion’s consent.
2.  OPTIMUM -  This number should reflect the best possible number of students per class, based on instructor student ratios, equipment student ratios and facilities.  This number in most cases should be the same as maximum class size.  Class schedules will not be built below this number.  The TASS Battalion if requested can change optimums.

3.  MAXIMUM - This number should equal the schools maximum number of students that can be taught at one location at one given time frame.  POI maximum refers to a classroom or group being trained.  The ATRRS class maximum is based on POI maximum, times the number of classrooms or groups being taught at the same time. Class schedules will not be built above this number. The TASS Battalion if requested can change maximums.

4.  ANNUAL CAPACITY - This number should equal the ATRRS maximum class size times the number of times or locations offered in a one year period.  This can deviate if instructors, equipment or facilities are constrained during some of the classes. The TASS Battalion if requested can change annual capacities.  This is where RC TASS schools advertise un-constrained capability and excess capacity.

5.  UN-CONSTRAINED CAPABILITY - This number is based on 75% of M-Day and Funded AGR capability at time of execution (assumes 100% fill and allows for turnover / educational requirements of TASS instructors).  Must be determined based on existing resources available.  Resources that must be borrowed or paid for should not be included until a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA - same Component) or Cross Component Resource Memorandum of Agreement (CCRA) has been initiated.  Funding commitments made by ARNG or USARC in the form of an MOA, will be applied to increase capability.  Facility improvements forecasted for out years can be included, but require close monitoring in the event of a priority change.  Unit deployments and Annual Training dates must be considered when planned use of their equipment or facilities is identified in a MOA or CCRA.  Capability must take multiple location requirements into consideration (IDT in all states).  When IDT requirements cannot be offered in all required locations, ADT becomes an option to increase capability.  ADT Course capability needs to consider the time of year the course will be needed (summer months required in most cases due to college programs). 
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
