MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT: TIE-Jackson Monthly SIGACTS, for Aug 2001

1.  Director’s Summation.  Personnel from TIE-Jackson continued to make accreditation or assessment/assistance visits during the month of July.  Most of the visits centered on the units’ AT cycles. The TIE continued to plan and coordinate actions associated with the TIE-Jackson Title XI Conference.  A goal of this year’s conference is to provide an opportunity for the TIE, Title XIs, and other TASS entities to conduct critical face-to-face interaction. We sent letters of invitation and anticipate having representatives from NGB, USARC, DCSED, DIVs (IT), RTIs, and Proponent Schools.  The conference is scheduled for September 10-14 and will be held at the Ramada Plaza Hotel, Columbia, SC. The TIE hosted TAMIS-R training at McCrady Training Site for unit ammunition managers and received positive feedback from attendees. We are currently working to conduct TAMIS-R training at Fort Indiantown Gap, PA.  The Director’s top issues are: the impact of potential Title XI personnel cuts;  providing input in courses of action development on how to best reorganize the TASS structure to support the mission; lack of officer requisitions being filled, particularly vacancies in our OCS Battalions and the TIE’s O-4 Operations Officer position; and to maximize execution of our budget to get the most training value out of our dollars and to conduct a coordinated year-end closeout with DCSED, DRM, Fort Jackson, and USPFO, SCARNG.

b.  Update:  TASS Battalion Title XI Personnel.    Support to Title XIs continues to be outstanding.  One area of concern is the requisitions needed to fill upcoming vacancies for officers.  In particular:  Para 802A, Lin 04 (one authorization) and Para 802F, Lin 01 (both authorizations).  Additionally, no officer has been identified for requisition TZVM00070 to fill Para 802M, Lin 01.  This position has been vacant since 1 Mar 01.  Major Henderson, TIE-Jackson, Para 802A, Lin 01 was selected for O5.  Infantry Branch told Major Henderson to plan to move during the December 2001 timeframe.  Major Moyer, TIE-Jackson, Para 802A, Lin 04, submitted retirement request.  These positions will require requisitions.  Our vacancies must be filled immediately for the OCS Battalions.  Having no or one TXI assigned to an OCS BN will have a negative impact on the unit ability to perform its TASS mission, especially during the upcoming accreditation year.
